English  
We will begin this half term by exploring The Great Fire of   
London and creating a report about the events that happened. We 
will then look at the narrative of traditional tales and create 
alternative endings.  
 
In addition, children will also be able to: 

• Use capital letters, finger spaces and full stops  

• Use simple expanded noun phrases  

• Use exclamatory sentences   

• Use the past tense (suffix –ed) 

• Use third person  
 
In phonics children will continue to recap their sounds using RWI 
(Read Write Inc.), applying their learning to their reading and 

spelling.  
 

The children will receive weekly spellings and will be tested on 
these every Friday.
